
Not All Operations can be Inverted

 Some operations have no exact inverse.

 Consider an image editing tool.
◦ A user blurs the image, 
◦ which performs local averaging.

 Many possible original images
◦ produce the same final image, so
◦ the only way to undo a blur
◦ is to preserve a copy of the original.
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
