
Codes Can be Tuned to an Application’s Needs

 These k-out-of-N codes
◦ are fairly general and powerful.
◦ We can pick any value of k,
◦ but smaller k means larger packets.

 For example, 
◦ k=1 means each packet 
◦ holds all of the original data,
◦ which is not so useful.
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
